Introductions and Sign-in
December Meeting Notes: Approved
Discussion Items:
1. Joint submission of Community Basemap- status
In December there was a follow up meeting with ESRI on corrections to several basemaps. The corrections were distributed in a follow up e-mail sent by Sonali. Torrance’s basemap is up but basemaps for Manhattan Beach, Hermosa Beach and El Segundo are not and should be by the end of January. Torrance voiced some issues with the borders of adjoining cities and stressed that there should be some standards with roads and whether they should be double or single lines. 
Cybercity is offering 3D lines and the group came to the conclusion that these may be useful as an alternate basemap but not the main one. Mike M. to confirm with Seth that the Cybercity work is independent of the submitted basemaps.

2. LARIAC 3
No one has received their photos. Mark said images should be sent by the end of January.
3. COG data 
a. Truck Routes
Truck routes have been assembled for Carson. Alex mentioned that Carson is planning to change their routes and has not yet reissued combined truck routes. Josi to ask Alex when the routes will be reissued, if it will be a matter of waiting then the group should just deliver what they have.
b. City building footprints

The COG’s latest request is city building footprints. However, the COG has not yet signed the LARIAC license agreement to allow city’s to share. Carson’s government buildings are still missing. Whatever is colored government in the community basemap should suffice as city buildings. 

Ryan to send Bonnie a clean file of Redondo Beach’s footprints. 

Everyone who has not sent Bonnie files, please send them as Shapefiles.

All data the group has previously gathered are in a zip file on the ftp site. 

4. Street centerline status and integration to CAMS - update

The group is providing the county with their own centerline file because it is better with respects to location. Now the county is actively working on it. There are two issues. Torrance has made changes and the resulting file requires topological review and correction. This review has revealed a number of issues that need to be resolved. The second issue is the area near Carson that Manhattan Beach has offered to fix. 
Many overall changes have been made and the resulting file is topologically better. The county is not asking for topological perfection but the group wants to hand over the best file possible. The county will take care of the snapping the COG streets into the county’s overall centerline file. Even though Long Beach is classified as non-cog, the group will include Long Beach in its submission, allowing the county to retain if it wants. 

Bonnie posted a map of the current centerline data alongside a map of the TIGER road classifications to solicit feedback on possible classification changes from the group. These two maps were placed side by side as the county is classifying streets according to Census TIGER categories. She calculated over small details like private streets. For the major streets, there needs to be a classification of how the streets function at a regional level, not in terms of each city’s general plan. The default street type is local. Freeways and highways are obvious. The county’s offramps are better and the county will take care of these and freeways/highways as well. If the TIGER road classifications are incorrect, Bonnie needs to know. 
Mike F. to send Bonnie a campus street shapefile for CSUDH.

Torrance made some adjustments to the map. 

Josi to get back to Bonnie on necessary changes. 
For areas that don’t attend the meeting, Bonnie mainly kept the TIGER files but attempted to clean up the streets. She also cleaned up the files topologically. 

It was requested that the group keep notes on how they are cleaning up the files. There are many fields and it is unclear whether a data dictionary was ever developed. In the past when the files were transferred, errors popped-up again. The errors seem to be created during the process of copying or downloading the geodatabases.
A copy of the centerline file will be placed on the ftp site. 

Other Business
Server

The COG has received the invoice for annual maintenance on the ArcGIS Server license.  There needs to be a discussion of how ArcGIS Server will be used. Now that the server is functioning through El Segundo, perhaps the group could start with something basic such as taking the layers from the ftp site and putting them into a map. The community basemap could be brought in as well. 
A question was asked as to why the group needs the server. Many maps can be made and provided through ArcGIS.com. However, this service has limits with respects to data. Soon there will be an organizational version that will not have a feature limit. ESRI has not come out with a price for this yet, and at that time perhaps the price will be cheaper than maintaining the COG server license. This may be a better way to go if it turns out to be cheaper than the server license and just as functional. Mike S. to talk to the COG. 
A comment was made that if the COG stops paying for the license, the group may lose the license permanently and there needs to be a means to provide data on a COG-wide basis. With the ArcGIS Server license, the group also gets a pass to the annual ESRI conference, which has been used every year. 
Drawbacks and benefits should be further discussed. 

Mike M. to work on putting up a map service on the COG server and send an e-mail when it can be accessed.
